Remove the entire portion of the paragraph starting with
“Renamed Syria during this period...The Syria of today is a
portion of this area.” After ““...conquered by Alexander the
Great in 330 BC.”, add two new paragraphs:

“The name Syria does not appear in the original Hebrew or
Aramaic texts of the Old Testament. In those texts, the
region and people are referred to as “Aram” and
“Arameans.” However, many English translations,
including the King James version, use the words “Syria” and
“Syrians” in several passages. Modern versions, such as the
English Standard Version (ESV), New Revised Standard
Version, and New International Version (NIV), often use
“Aram” instead of “Syria.” The Septuagint, the ancient
Greek translation of the Hebrew Bible, rendered Aram as
“Syria,” and this influenced early Christian usage and Bible
translations.

In extracanonical literature, “Syria” appears in several books
of the Apocrypha that we will study in Chapter 13—1Judith, I
and IV Maccabees, and I and II Esdras—and it seems to
have come into everyday use during the inter-testament
period. Earlier uses of the term appear to be a corruption, or
shortening, of the name “Assyria.” The region became part
of the Seleucid Empire under Seleucus I Nicator in 312 BC
and came under the control of the Parthians from
approximately 150 BC to AD 116. In the New Testament,
Syria refers to the Roman province of Syria that was
established by the Roman general Pompey in 62 BC.”
